The campers will be put into training situations that replicate the game, thus forcing the decision making process.  There will also be plenty of small-sided games as well as daily competitions. As a young player, Coach Morgan was involved in various Regional and National teams, representing the United States in the World University Games. He was captain of the 1984 NCAA National Champions at Clemson University and played 7 years professionally with teams in Cleveland, Jacksonville, Atlanta and Kansas City.
